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Introduction
The My DICOM Archive is a principle part of a dynamic medical information system designed to optimize the management of DICOM Content.  The My DICOM Archive functions as a generic, but highly scalable and extensible DICOM Content Mechanism that is designed from the ground up to be a complete solution for all your medical imaging and information systems needs..
The speed of the transfer of DICOM Content is limited only by the bandwidth of your network.
System Requirements 
· Windows 2000, Windows XP Professional (Not Home Edition)

· Minimum System memory of 64 Meg, 512 plus recommended

· Microsoft.NET Framework Version 1.1 or greater

· Microsoft Message Queuing (MSMQ)
· MSDE or SQL Server 2000
Note:  
We strongly urge that you incorporate the My DICOM Event Monitor in with your software.  It is available for download at www.MyDICOM.net for real time viewing of events.
Installation
To install the My DICOM Archive V1.0.1988, for the Enterprise Archive run the MDPACSServiceSetup.msi, or for the Facility Archive run the fArchiveSetup.msi programs provided in the distribution set.  
Special Notes:  
All system required software must be installed prior to attempting the installation of the Archive.

You must activate the My DICOM Archive by entering your “Activation Key” in the space provided on the “About” tab.
Startup
After Installation is completed, an icon will be placed in your program files and on the desktop as a shortcut. You must double-click the icon on your desktop. The Archive console will appear momentarily and then the Archive Icon will be placed in your task bar.  To start the service you must right click the icon in your taskbar and select Start, the software is ready to receive DICOM Content.  When started and the icon in the task bar will change from Red to Green.  
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To close the Archive, you must right click on the icon in the taskbar and then click exit.  The service will continue to run in the background, even if not logged in.
After initial startup is complete, you may choose to select the “Auto Start” option on the “Main” tab for future logins.  Then all you will have to do is double click the Archive Icon.

“Main” Tab
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 “Auto Start” check box:  

When selected, the service will start automatically when you start Windows.
“Enforce AE Title” check box:

When selected, the calling AE must use the AE Title that is specified in the AE Title Text Box located on the “Main” tab.  If the Calling AE does not use the specified AE Title, the connection will be denied.
‘Content’: allows you to specify what type of content that can be stored.
‘Compression’: allows you to specify the types of compression to receive.
‘SQL’: to be used for database configuration and allows you to test your connection to the database.

Note:  For the new setting to take effect, you must restart the Archive by selecting the stop button and then start the Archive again.

Shows where the contest is to be stored.








Path:   Path of the location used for storage





Quota:  The amount of space available for storage





Size: The cumulative size of all content that has been stored





Replicate:  If checked a copy of the content will be stored to the specified “Replication Path”. 








Allows you to enter calling AE information such as the Calling AE’s Title (defaults to machine name), host name, and the port number from which you will accept content.








Entering AE information: 





click on the next available line and type the required information into the corresponding field.





Allows you to enter calling AE information as an IP Address, Calling AE Title, or by its Implementation UID.  








“Exclusive” check box: When selected, only calling AE’s with the appropriate identifying information will be allowed access.





Shows how the DICOM tags associate with My DICOM’s Database fields.











Shows what DICOM Content is being stored in the Archive.

defaults to the machine’s name





Port: 





indicates the port where the images are to be sent.





Max. Client: 





displays the maximum number of clients allowed.





Active Clients: 





shows the number of clients connect to the archive at that time

Version information





My DICOM’s Address and Telephone Numbers





Link to the My DICOM Company Website





Activation:  Type in your “Activation Key” provided by My DICOM in the space made available and select the activate button.  If the “Activation Key” is valid, a license file will be created in your Windows System 32 folder.  If the Activation Key is not valid, or you have forgotten your key, contact My DICOM for assistance.





Shows what clients have connected to the archive.





Displays AE Title, Date, Occurring Activity, IP Addresses as well as other identifying information





Refresh: refreshes the list to reflect any changes.





Save:  saves the client list to an .xml file.





Purge: removes the client list from the console without saving.
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
